Step 1 :  Teacher asks the pupils some questions:

Q2: What have you done this week/ month ?

Step 2 :

Teacher asks the pupils to ask and answer. (role play)

Task 2 :

Teacher shows the pupils some pictures and interacts with them : 

Q : what have they done this week / month… ?

Teacher guides the pupils and corrects them. 

Task 3 :

Step 1: Teacher asks the pupils to open their books on p.97.

Step 2: Teacher asks the pupils to read silently the questionnaire.

Step 3: Teacher asks the pupils to listen to an interview and to fill in the questionnaire.
	Some expected answers :

We have studied English.

I have watched a nice film.

I have visited my uncle.

I have cleaned my room.

I have washed my clothes.

Pupils play the roles.

The pupils will interpret the pictures using the present perfect.

They asks and answer the questions using the time expressions : this week/ this month/ today…

Example :

What have John and Kate done this week ?

They have studied English.

The pupils do the same with the other pictures.

Pupils open their books.

Pupils read silently the questionnaire.

Pupils listen to the teacher simulating the interview and they fill in the questionnaire.
