                                              Narrative Writing
Different varieties of essay will require different types of writing and sometimes a single essay will require more than one type of writing.
1- Narration: A narrative focuses mainly on the happenings, and although there may be a few descriptive sentences, the main attention is always on the happenings. A narrative may deal with a single incident, which usually makes a short narration as the short story or an anecdote: (a short account of a particular incident or event, especially of an interesting or amusing nature); or it may deal with a sequence of incidents or events that make a much longer narration.
In narration, we may distinguish two main types: fiction and non-fiction.
a- Fiction covers all narratives, all accounts that the product of a person’s imagination. Fiction is not true. Novels, short stories are often fiction.
b- Non-Fiction includes all narratives that deal with facts: a period of history, a person’s biography, literatures about travels, episodes of daily life, even letters or diaries. On-fiction is true.
c- Characteristics of Narrative Writing
There are many specific traits every piece of narrative writing should have. All stories must have characters, also known as the people or subjects of the story. Usually there are also specific types of characters needed in order to create a developed story. For example, each story will often have a protagonist, which is the hero or heroine. This is the central character of the story. Often, there is also an antagonist, which is a character who opposes the protagonist. Overall, each story needs characters to push forward or react to the events in the plot.
In addition to characters, every story must have a plot, or events that occur. Every story needs a plot or events that give the characters something to react to. 
One of the most important components of a story is the conflict. A conflict is any struggle between opposing forces. Imagine a story where there were no problems. The characters simply lived their happy lives with no troubles and nothing difficult to deal with. Conflict is very important to creating interest in stories.
d- The story features:
· Characters with defined personalities/identities.
· Dialogue often included – tense may change to the present or the future.
· Descriptive language to create images in the reader’s mind and enhance the story.
· Structure: In a Traditional Narrative the focus of the text is on a series of actions.
· Orientation: (introduction) in which the characters, setting and time of the story are established. Usually answers who? When? Where? E.g. Mr. Wolf went out hunting in the forest one dark gloomy night.
· Complication or problem: The complication usually involves the main character(s) (often mirroring the complications in real life).
· Resolution: There needs to be a resolution of the complication. The complication may be resolved for better, worse/happily, or unhappily. Sometimes, there are a number of complications that have to be resolved. These add and sustain interest and suspense for the reader.
e- organization:  
· Narration is telling a story from a certain viewpoint, and there is usually a reason for the telling. All narrative essays will have characters, setting, climax (a decisive moment that is of maximum intensity or is a major turning point in a plot), and most importantly, a plot. The plot is the focus of the story and is usually revealed chronologically, but there are sometimes flash-forwards and flashbacks. 
f- Moral of the Story
· The key point or reflection of the story is often presented as the moral of the story at the end of the narrative essay. In this final section of the essay, the writer reflects on the experience presented in the narration and discusses the lesson learned or larger importance of the story. The conclusion may also include the significance of the event to the author's own life or to a broader population.
· Purpose
